Solana and her family came to the United States from Argentina in 2012 seeking medical care for Solana because she could not receive the medication she desperately needed. Solana is ten years old and was born with Neutropenia, an abnormally low concentration of neutrophils (a type of white blood cell) in the blood. Neutrophils make up the majority of circulating white blood cells and serve as the primary defense against infections by destroying bacteria and viruses in the blood. Because of this diagnosis, any infection can be life threatening for Solana. 
During her first four years of life, Solana was hospitalized over 50 times and required oxygen to sleep. She received multiple transfusions of plasma and red and white blood cells. She also endured numerous surgeries on her ears, throat, gallbladder and intestines. This year, a patch was surgically placed on her tympanic membrane to cover a rupture that occurred by recurring ear infections. These ear infections also reduced her ability to hear. 

When Solana and her family first arrived in the United States, they lived at the Ronald McDonald House in Miami then transferred to a family shelter for over a year. Eventually they were able to move into their own apartment. Solana has been coming to Children’s Diagnostic & Treatment Center for primary care and dental care since 2013. She is enrolled in CDTC’s Extraordinary Children, Healthy Outcomes program, which provides a medical care coordinator who works closely with the clinic staff and her family. They have been through so much together and are true champions of overcoming obstacles.
She also suffers from asthma and other medical complications that affect her hearing. 
Her 2 years of life she was hospitalized multiple times for infections

At 2 years of age, she thought she had leukemia

Biopsy of her bone marrow – not cancer

Her white blood cells were not working properly

Her first 4 years of life were the worst, more than 50 hospitizalitions – required oxygen while sleeping

At 4 – she required transfusions of red, white blood cells and plasma because she wasn’t responding to the medicine

Disgonsis With a suspicion of  ALPS

5 years old – gallbladder surgery with complications

Dec, 2012 – US 

Neupogen

January, feb and march 2013…hospitalized at UM -  

May 2013 – and dec 2013 – hospitalized for pneumonia and infections, biopsy of lungs and CT of brain

Jan 2014 – june – each month of 2014 – hospitalized for various viruses and infections, regular kid can fight these of, but not her

July 2014 – adenoids and tonsils removed – and ear tubes put him –  purpose of the surgery was to reduce the risk of infection

Aug – oral surgery 

Sept – ER visits – viruses, infections, pneumonia, ear infections

New regiment of meds in sept 2014 - 

2015 multiple ER visits – sinus infection, intestinal obstruction 

Feb 2016 – a patch place on her tympanic membrane to cover a rupture that occurred by constant ear infections – why she has reduced hearing
Another surger in October on her tympanic membrane
