The group has sold over 
30 million albums in the process, earning them their place on the pop history 
map. Iconic songs which have become classic hits are “The Heart of Rock & 
Roll,” “Stuck With You,”  “I Want A New Drug,” “If This Is It,”  “Hip To Be Square,” 
“Do You Believe In Love” and “Workin’ For A Livin”. The group also wrote and 
performed “The Power of Love” and “Back in Time” for the hit film “Back To The 
Future.” “The Power of Love” was nominated for an Academy Award. They’ve 
had a total of 15 top ten hits on the Billboard chart.

Huey has had 2 stints on Broadway totaling over 200 shows in the featured 
role of “Billy Flynn” for the musical “Chicago”.
